After surveying 3 ,567 fresh­
men at the University of Illinois 
Student Health Center, Dr. Dor­
othy Dunn reports that there is 
an inverse association between 
grade average and smoking. 

Of students with an "A" av­
erage, only 1 6 . 7 percent smoked, 
while 59 . 1 of "F" average ( the 
lowest grade ) students smoked.
